Dear friends and dear family!!!

Hope you all are well and have had a nice summer.

The weather here is as smily as the people here.  They are polite and take good care of visitors. Yesterday, a pioneer sister and me went to study with two ladies that study the Require in Luganda.  Both were sitting outside taking their lunch, one of them feeding her little son.  But when they saw us coming, they inmediatly stood up, brought chairs for us, took their food into the house (actually it`s just a little room), and brought the Require and a pen.  I said that it was not a problem if they wanted to finish their food first, but they insisted, ”First we study, then we can eat”  And one added:  ”The Bible study give us something better than the food!!”  That was really quiute!! Her little boy had malaria and diarrea, but not even that stopped her, every time he did a ”little mess” (, she would clean him quickly and sit down again and listen!! A bit smelly but very comforting to see their appreciation!

We invite every body we meet to the meetings, many say they will come, but they don`t.

So Carl Christian mentioned that to a young man that said that he would come on Sunday at 3:30.  In Luganda that means 9:30 am. We didn`t see him at the meeting but in the afternoon, while we still were at the Kingdom Hall conducting studies, he comes looking for Carl Christian to apologize. He said that he remembered the ilustration of Jesus where a man says ”I will come” and never came.  So he wanted to come and explain why he was not able to be there, but that he was serious about the study!!

This last Sunday meeting I was happy to see Dourine, a young girl who we had  visited just one time before to show her how the Bible study works.  She came all by her own together with 3 friends she had invited. She told her friends that God`s name is Jehovah and then asked them: ”Don`t you want to see the place where we can pray to the real Jehovah?”  So all of them wanted to study after the meeting.  The little ”problem” was that I had already 3 studies that were there to be conducted after the meeting! So one was ”asigned” to study with another sister, the second was sendt home so I could visit her when I was finish. The third, Rachel was in a little hurry, so no wanting to send her away without any study, we had a ”2 in 1 study”.  We prayed all together, and while Dourine and her friends got assigned some paragraphs to read+reading the scriptures+writing them on the margin, we studied the issue of blood with Rachel.  Then I gave to Rachel  the Reasoning book to read how we could answer the most common questions about blood, so I could turn to the left and continue with Dourine... That was really exciting, a little mad though, but being here you end up doing things that back home would have been crazy but here for them, it seems not to disturb them at all!! ( Strange anyway to pray at the end of the ”2 in 1 study”, giving thanks for learning about paradise and the proper use of blood!!  Je,je,je!!  What an exiting but brain requiring experience, since one was in Luganda and the other one in English!! Puohh!

But the story doesn`t end there, after praying, then Dourine says: ”Thank you sista`, now we can go!”  -”Go where?”- I asked

”For preaching!  You told me that after the meeting you would be preaching the whole afternoon, so I told my dad that I would not be back until 10!!” (That is 4p.m. in Luganda) ( ( ( !!! 

-Well, that`s enough of uncommon things for today – I thought (, but I could do nothing more than smile at her spontaneous desire to be with us and the “real Jehovah” as she said!! ((!!

While we were in Kampala learning Luganda, I studied with a lady called Diana.  After lesson 5 in Requiere, she took seriously the encouraging to talk to others about what she learns.  So after Lesson 6 about praying, she told her Pastor that the way they prayed in their church was not correct, according to the Bible.  ”How do you know that?” asked the Pastor who is a woman.  ”Because I am studyng the Bible, but my teacher can write for you all the scriptures we have read”, so she comes that very day to Bethel and asked me to write a letter IN LUGANDA to her Pastor, explaining how to pray!  Well, had been studying Luganda just one month and a half so I was not exactly good at Luganda but she wanted to take the letter that very evening! (As many Ugandan`s, Luganda is just the language they speak at home, they are not used to read it or write it, so we usually read for them)  So we sat there and wrote the letter, copying many good phrases from the Require and other publications.  The Pastor liked it and started to use this letter and the scriptures at her church.  But realizing that Diana was serious with her Bible study, the Pastor called a man pastor that could discourage Diana.  So they both had a meeting with her where the main point of discussion was if we could expel demons as they did.  Next day she was invited to tour Bethel and take a cup of tea with us.  She asked all kind of questions about miracles and expelling demons.  After reading with her what the Bible says and writing the scriptures for her to use them, it appeared to me that she was not convinced, Ugandan`s are generally not so expressive with her faces, as we are used to with the south Americans.  Anyway, 2 days later studying at her home, she surprised us telling us that she went immediately after Bethel to her church and  showed them the scriptures and told them: “The Bible says that using Jehovah`s name, even the demons flee, so if you are really really serving God whose name is Jehovah, why is it that your people is full of demons??!!” 

We were so impressed by her courage!!

She went with us to the Luganda Assambly Day and to the English one as well.  What she liked most, was that all Jehovah`s people are active preachers!  So next study, I ask her to bring now not the Require, but the Bible Teach Book.  Then she looks for it for a while and then she says:

· “Ahh, off course, it is in my bag!” (A plastic black bag where you get the vegetables in the market)  “I have it here because I went yesterday to “nimmiro”” (The Luganda word for our expression “field service” o servicio del campo)

· Ehhh… what do you mean with “nimmiro” Diana? – I asked

· “You know, nimmiro, as you do from house to house!!  I packed my “bag” as yours, with my Bible, the Bible Teach book and the Require and I went to preach!”

· I was wordless, but a little worried that she may be starting a new “religion” (, he,he,he!!  So with a big smile I asked her, “That`s beautifull!!  So what did you preach about?”

· “The same thing you did to me, remember? Lesson 1 and 2 in Require and about the name Jehovah”.

· Where did you go?

· “Around the church.  All that people need to learn the truth, they are so wrong!”  

She has this burning zeal to preach to every body, that`s why we had to make sure to visit her 3 times a week so she would not get in “trouble”, since she is already called the “Jehovah`s witness”  by the pastors that make fun of her while she sits and teach somebody else!  Unfortunately our Language course was finished and we handled her to 2 special pioneers that work her territory, but still we keep in touch by letter, where we make sure to include some nice “2 scripture presentations” with the questions and reasoning’s she can use!!

Carl Christian is studying with a gardener, Simon, that works at the same house where I conduct a study with a lady called Jane.  Simon has been with us asking about the Bible view of death, hell, miracles, authenticity of the Bible, etc. Many times he stopped while reading a verse and said moving his head: “Hahh!!  It`s here!”   He quickly learned that preparation is important to be a Bible student.   So at his first study with the Bible Teach Book, he had prepared the whole chapter, writing some scriptures at the margin as he had seen we do with Jane. Next study, he apologizes because he was not able to prepare the whole chapter 2, because he was so busy preparing the chapter for the book study and the WatchTower article that he didn`t prepared for last Sunday!!   Next day him and Jane came to the book study and they both had prepared the chapter for that day!!  They gave good comments, he in the English book study (he doesn`t speak Luganda, he is from another tribe) and she in the Luganda that Carl Chr. now conducts.  He was so happy!!  Later making arrangements for the next study, Carl Christian asks him:

· So is it o.k. if we study on Friday at 4:30 p.m?

· No, I can not so late!  I`m going for the meeting on Friday  that starts at 5 p.m.!!

 Today Sunday he came and showed us a well prepared watchtower. He has already made arrangements so that he can attend all tree days of the district convention.

During these days of the campaign we have been working the territory up and down with a short visit to every body, during the fiery sun.  It`s so good then to have a little shadow..
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An auxiliary pioneer was so proud because she had placed already all her 50 invitations to the assembly and was asking for more.  While working with her I asked her for the one she had at hand, since somebody else at the door wanted an invitation.  Explaining where the Assembly is going to be I showed the lady the handwritten address, and this is what the sister has been writing… :    
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“Kingdom HELL of Jehovah`s Witnesses” !!  What do you say about that??!! (((!!
