Hello to you all!
Week five of the language course is history. So at the meeting’s this week I tried to pay as much attention as possible, to see if I could understand something. Well I managed to find some of the texts, but that was it. This language is difficult. 

The good thing though is that Jehovah really has blessed our service. We have some good studies. The first Sunday Sandri had a lady coming along to the meeting, the following Sunday two of my studies came, and last Sunday we had three persons coming. Yes Jehovah has been very kind to us and really blessed our efforts.

It’s interesting how we really are a spectacle to people (1Cor.4:9) We’ve just worked some few shops in an area close to Bethel, so last Wednesday returning from a Bible study, a young man waves at me, indicating come over here.  So I go over to a group of like 5,6 young men. He says: we’ve seen you around, we want you to teach us also the word of God. So the word was out, and it’s well known what our business is.
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Out of that group I’ve started to study with two, a third came to the meeting today and a fourth, told me “sorry I can’t go with you to your church today, but I want you to preach me your teachings”. 
One of those boys shows really great interest. He’s a Catholic, but as he says he haven’t read the Bible and almost doesn’t know anything about it, but he’s so eager to learn. He has so many questions. The other day he asked me about what the Bible says about dating. One of the first questions of course was where do the dead ones go. So I showed that the Bible promises us a life here on earth. So another day we where discussing Jesus preexistence in heaven and we read John 3:13 : Moreover, no man has ascended into heaven but he that descended from heaven, the Son of man. 
After a while he looks at me and says: “the other day you told me that we don’t go to heaven, and that’s just what this text shows us that no man has ascended to heaven.” I was pleasantly surprised by his way of reasoning.
He also told me about a thing that was worrying him. He said: I’m working here Monday through Sunday, so this work doesn’t allow me time for meetings and studying. If I want to go to the meeting I have to invent a story for my boss and that doesn’t feel good, so I think I have to find me another job.” That’s a quite impressive statement, when one know how hard it is to get a job. But it shows his sincerity. Last time he got very thoughtful. He explains that he is so grateful for all what he has learned in just a very short time, but then he realized how many out there who doesn’t know these precious truths. So he looks at me and says: We have a lot of work to do.” Of course I had to agree on that and I showed him Mat. 28:19,20
Another interesting is that there is always some friends of him around that also joins in on the study. And now on Wednesday there was an old school mate of him visiting, who said recently he had been praying to God for someone that could help him to understand the Bible.
It’s going to be interesting to see how this turns out.. 
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It really fills me with joy to conduct a 
study with three, four persons around, 
wanting to know as much as possible 
about the Bible, and at the same time 
see Sandri 30 meters ahead conducting 
a study with two, three ladies at the 
same time

Now we’re working hard to invite people to the Memorial. We’ll have the memorial combined with the English congregation, so the talk will be given in English and translated to Luganda. Good for us, so that we can understand what’s going on.
So as you can see we love our assignment. And if anyone of you wants to have a more satisfying field service, you’re welcome to join us. In the territory we work there lives thousands and thousands of people, and there is no congregation working that territory, so the need is great.
We hope all of you friends are doing grate out there. For all the Norwegians we do hope spring will come soon so that you can stop shuffling snow.

We also ask for Jehovah’s blessing’s for all of you, especially upon all your preparations and arrangements for Wednesdays Memorial. 
Even though we’re so far from many of you, we feel so close and united thinking on that all of you are doing just the same preparations as we are, reading the same verses in the Bible to prepare your self. Making a grate effort in inviting all your studies, return visits and friends. 
We especially think on all you from 119 that are celebrating your first memorial in a new environment, with maybe a lot of adjustments, be sure that we’re thinking on you all.
