Dear friends!
We’re finally back in Mbale, after 3 months of language course in Bethel in Kampala. We really had a goodtime at Bethel, and got a good start on our learning process. Under you see the whole class and the teacher in the back. So this was our class room. We studied from 8-12 o’clock every day.
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Now the big struggle is to try to remember all the things we were thought in class. It’s now the real language course starts. Now we’re on our own, trying to preach in Luganda. Good for us the brothers in our new congregation here in Mbale (Mbale east) are very helpful. They have had missionaries before, so they are familiar with “training” Missionaries. 
We had our first meeting on Thursday, and received a big and warm welcome. We could really see that they had been waiting for us. The presiding overseer had full control. We were assigned book study group and territory at once. The school conductor was prepared as well. He invited us to come some minutes early for the meetings and he would help us out if we had problems with our comments for the meetings. He also offered to help us with our assignments, so we could improve on our Luganda. We thought that was very nice, and we feel very cared for. Today (Saturday) I was in the field with brother Gyabi. An older brother who has been in the truth for more than 40 years, and that’s a looooong time here in Uganda, so I really look forward to hear him tell about serving under the different totalitary regimes they’ve had here in Uganda.
What I wanted to tell is that he was so helpful; he let me start of with me presentation (I use what’s Gods name and Sl. 83:18), and then when I got stuck, he helped me out with a word or two so I could continue, and in that way I could improve and make my presentation longer, and use more scriptures. Like when they answered that Gods name is Jesus, then I used a suggestion that I picked up from a longtime missionary, and combined Sl.83:18 that talks about Jehovah as the most high with Luke 1:31,32 that says that Jesus is the son of the most high. So in that way it’s easy to show Jesus position in connection with Jehovah. Jesus is the son of Jehovah. And the good thing here is that the Luganda Bible uses Jehovah's name in Sl. 83:18, and several other places.
People here are really amassed to se Jehovah's name in the Bible. Today we went to unassigned territory, what they here call Macedonia campaigns. It was quite funny, because in Norway when we go to unassigned territory – ledig district – we’re used to be away for days traveling for hours. Here we went exactly 8 km, or 5 miles, took us less than 10 minutes in the car, some of the brothers even walked. So well be going to our “Ledig distrikt” twice a week.
This really shows the great need here in Uganda. One congregation in Kampala even had their “Macedonia campaign” across the street from their kingdom hall. They had never worked that territory before.

And so far I have not met someone saying: “Not interested”. In every house you are most welcome, and they will take time to listen to our message. And many asks for our meeting place, and believe it or not they come to the meetings. Take the English congregation as an example, they have 75 publishers, on school and service meeting they average 95, book study 101 and Sunday meeting between 140 and 150. it’s really a big harvest here in Uganda. 

Uganda had a new peak in publishers in April 4065, 13 more than last august. But we have to take in to account that many brothers who have been in Uganda in refuge camps now have been able to return to their home countries, especially Congo and Sudan, witch shows that there is still a big increase in the country. Another good thing was a new peak in Bible studies both in April and May. 9000 in April and 9400 in May. So it looks like the brothers here really uses well our new fantastic tool to lead people in to the truth, the “Bible teach” book, and it’s obvious that Jehovah blesses this tool richly.
We had a nice experience last weekend. We went to visit our missionary friends out in the west, Masaka. They are to couples out there, one from Sweden (Hans and Åsa Sjøkvist class 116) and one from the States (Joel and Ester Larouse class 118). They had rented a buss to go to their Macedonia. They have around 50 publishers in the congregation so they hired a buss with 25 seats hoping to fill it. 45 showed up, and they packed all of them in the buss. This is how it looked inside.
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and here we are all in front of the buss ready to go preaching
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the group did an excellent job, we placed 280 brochures and 175 magazines and 15 books. And this is how the actual preaching looked. This is very typical here to see women carry big loads on their heads.
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so dear friends we are happy to let you know that we are happy and content in our service here in Mbale. Hopefully next letter wont be far away.
